Getting Rid of Version 5





When you update from Version 5 to Version 6, CompuDance does not remove Version 5 from your computer.  This is a deliberate decision on our part.  There is no harm in leaving Version 5 there, however if you want to remove it, here is how you can do so.





Windows 95


     1. If you have created a Version 5 shortcut on your desktop, click the shortcut with the right mouse button.  Then click delete.





     2. Click Start, then Find, then Files or Folders.  In the Named text box, type [cd5-s].  Be sure it it looking in your hard drive (usually C:).  Click Find Now.





     3. When it' all done looking, it should list that file that it found.  Click it with the right mouse button.  Then click delete.





     4. Click Start, then Settings, then Taskbar.  Click the Start Menu Programs tab.  Click the Remove button.  Scroll down until you find CompuDance 500.  Click the Remove button.








Windows 98 and later


     1. If you have created a Version 5 shortcut on your desktop, click the shortcut with the right mouse button.  Then click delete.





     2. Click Start, then Find, then Files or Folders.  In the Named text box, type [cd5-s].  Be sure it it looking in your hard drive (usually C:).  Click Find Now.





     3. When it' all done looking, it should list that file that it found.  Click it with the right mouse button.  Then click delete.





     4. Click Start, then Programs, then click CompuDance 500 with the right mouse button.  Click Delete.








In all of the above, be sure that you type cd5-s not cd6-s!  And be sure that you delete CompuDance 500 not CompuDance 600!
